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Weapon threats have been communicated to the lawyer.

These documents are public records and can be requested by the general public from Boras
District Court.

Document description

Letter from Goteborgs Advokatbyra, penned by attorney Sandra Ullsten on October 7, 2010,
requesting a supplement to the preliminary investigation in case no. B310-12. In this letter, the
attorney details the extensive and severe nature of the threats. These threats, recorded during
the interrogation on March 9, 2011, under reference no. 450 94907-11/611 p. 212, were
forwarded to Ale Rivinoja on May 15, 2012, by me as the public defender, for potential
comments by May 28, 2012.

The attorney's inquiries:
What measures have been implemented following these threats?

Why were the transcripts of the interrogation, which included the threats, along with other
sections of Kjell Ekblad's preliminary investigation report, sent to Ale Rivinoja?

Background description

During a criminal investigation, state investigative authorities interrogated an armed
extortionist. The authorities documented threats made during this session, which were then
communicated to both the lawyer and the crime victim's family. These threats, officially
recorded in Swedish court protocols, can be found in annex number 14 of case no. B310-12 at
Boras District Court. This case, lasting over 6.5 years, involved attempts to coerce a confession
from an innocent individual. Following the interrogation, the authorities alerted the police due
to the criminal's possession of a weapon during the meeting.

Submits its opinion in accordance with the request thereto.

The Swedish Economic Crime Authority's letter of 2 August 2013, page 3, states that Ale
Rivinoja's information that he collected digital verifiable and stored them in the two virtual
sites may be accepted. Furthermore, it appears that the suspicion of the offence may
therefore mainly concern a failure to keep records of business transactions in the business
on an ongoing basis. In the same letter, it was decided that the investigationshould not
besupplemented by hearing ale Rivinoja for further examination of the account

transactions.

In this context, it should be reiterated that the accounting transactions in Human Habits'
corporate account at Danske Bank havebeen digitally recorded and the vouchers are stored
digitally. The accounts and digital vouchers have been preserved in a way as evidenced by
previous letters. Ale Rivinoja decided to handle the accounts digitally because the physical
accounting was unlawfully disposed of. Ale Rivinoja has used Visma Spc's accounting
software. It was Henrik Tegelstrom who acquired this accounting program and Henrik

Tegelstrom sent all CDs to Ale Rivinoja.

The Swedish Economic Crime Authority's letter of 2 August 2013 states that the suspicion of
crime may mainly concern failure to keep current accounts of business transactions in the
business. Does this mean that the suspicion no longer relates to the aggravating of tax control?

There is an equivocation therein.

On 25 January 2012 (case EB-1805-11), Deputy Chief Prosecutor Ove Javerfelt ordered
the search warrant for Ale Rivinoja. The search was executed. The purpose of the search
was to search for items subject tocustody and to investigate circumstances that may have
an impact on the investigation ofcrimes; serious accounting offences and obstruction of

tax control, serious crime, etc.

On 31 January 2013, at 09:00, the search has been carried out at Alvestagatan 31 and
Bodagatan 29. Seizure records have been obtained only from the search warrant Alvestagatan
31 (2012-9000-BG42). Receives copies of the documents seized, together with other
documents,showing the details of the various points of seizure. It should be noted that
Humanhabit parti and retail AB, 556868-4202 has an address Alvestagatan 31 in Boras.

Ale Rivinoja is neither a board member nor a CEO of the company.

Also awaits seizure records for search warrants at Bodagatan 29.

A receipt for the seizure has been prepared on 2013-01-31 at 07:45. Can this refer to seized
items from the search warrant at Bodagatan 29, if not, what seizure is meant? Furthermore,
awaits receipt list for search warrants at Alvestagatan 31 and in the case that the above-

mentioned receipt does not refer to Bodagatan 29, receipt list for Bodagatan 29.

Most documents have previously been requested to be extradited on 22 August 2013, see
signed email to Carin Kilhamn on 22 augusti and her reply on 27 August 2013, Annex 1.
Carin Kilhamn stated, among other things, that all of her known seizure records were sent to
Ale Rivinoja on 20 August 2013. Ale Rivinoja did not receive any seizure records from the
search warrant at Bodagatan29. The request of 22 August 2013 is now being re-produced,
with all documents relating to mobile phones and the handling and mirroring of hard drives

again being requested to be disclosed.

During the search, computers were seized and searched. In such a search, traces of the
accounts should be discernable. The memorandums or such documents drawn up in
connection with the scanningof the computers and the results of the scan are immediately
awaited. These documents can prove Ale Rivinoja's innocence. Unfortunately, these
documents could not be found in the pre-trial report or obtained in connection with the

request for the release of surplus documentation the preliminary investigation.

It is also the case that Kjell Ekblad admitted that he took a computer from Ale Rivinoja, but
Kjell Ekblad has denied theft and claimed that it was his own computer. A search has been
carried out at Kjell Ekblad's premises where this computer,if it rightly belongs to Ale
Rivinoja, has been seized and searched. On the computer that Kjell Ekblad stole from Ale
Rivinoja there is the installed accounting software Visma Spcs. Digital tracks from the
bookkeeping are available on the computer, which should be easily recovered when scanning
the computer. The memorandums or such documents drawn up in connection with the search
of this computer as well as the results of the search are immediately awaited. These

documents can prove Ale Rivinoja’s innocence in crime.

What was stated in the submission of 30 July 2013 on the question of the basis for discharge
should be pointed out that Kjell Ekblad's threats have been very extensive and of a serious
nature. Kjell Ekblad has even made threats during questioning at the Tax Office in
Ulricehamn before the interrogators tax crime investigator Sylva Bonander and section
manager Heidar Hilmarsson.

KE says people take things differently but step on his brain and keep stepping on his
brain until he dies and he gets out of the grave andslaughters them completely.

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These threats recorded in interrogation were sent on 15 May 2012 to Ale Rivinoja, through
me as a public defender, for any opinion by 28 May 2012, Annex 2.

What measures have been taken in response to these threats?

Why were the interrogation transcripts containing the threats and other parts of

Kjell Ekblad's pre-trial report forwarded to Ale Rivinoja?

What was stated in the submission of 30 July 2013 on the question of the basis for discharge
should be pointed out that Kjell Ekblad's threats have been very extensive and of a serious
nature and that both Kjell Ekblad and Daniel Richardsson have threatened criminal acts.

Ale Rivinoja has recorded conversations in which it appears that Ale Rivinojas provided
information to the police about blackmail, extortion and unlawful threats confirmed by other

persons.

After the preliminary investigation against Johannes Steinsson, of which Alexander Edberg
was the plaintiff, was closed on 3 September 2013 (police case number 1400-K152258-11
and prosecutor's number AM-11 154152-11) and the preliminary investigation after the
request was disclosed to Alexander Edberg, it emerged that Ale Rivinoja's dictaphone with
recorded conversations (see PM Ale Rivinoja recording) was part of Johannes Steinsson's
preliminary investigation. From conversations between Alexander Edberg and Kjell Ekblad
in 1 hour and 16 minutes, Kjell Ekberg admits that he knows who Daniel Richardsson is and
that this Daniel Richardsson stole from Ale Rivinoja's company, which led to Kristina
receiving a tax debt and becoming suspected of accounting offences. Kjell Ekblad further
explains that these people would collect money from Ale Rivinoja, but that Kjell Ekblad put

an end to it because he believed that his claim on Ale Rivinoja would take precedence.

This dictaphone recording should be printed word for word (note that the current
printout is not filled as it gives unclear information about who says what) and should be
included inAle Rivinoja's preliminary investigation as it contains information that Kjell
Ekblad claims to have a claim on Ale Rivinoja that he is trying to collect, that Daniel
Richardsson stole Ale Rivinoja's company and that Daniel Richardsson and other people are
trying to collect money from Aleino Rivinoja. It is ensured that the preliminary

investigation is supplemented in this part.

In the Letter of the Swedish Economic Crime Authority (through the Tax Crime Unit in
Boras) of 4 September 2013, the requested information pursuant to FUK 8 has replaced
previous directives in the letter of 2 augusti 2013 concerning the interrogation of Ale

Rivinoja.

Ale Rivinoja has previously been in contact with Google on several occasions to obtain the
information requested from you. The message he has received is that no information is
disclosed to him as he is not the owner of the account today. He has thus not been allowed
access to his own receipts and such information from the time when he himself was the owner

of the account. Ale Rivinoja wishes such a request to be made by you.

This is also the case for Ale Rivinoja to act asthe agents for the Chinese when they opened
their accounts with Google and Tradera. At the time of opening of the accounts, Tradera and
Google requested information on the identification data of the account holders (Chinese), etc.
Tradera and Google still have access to this information and it is claimed thatthe Swedish

Economic Crime Authority also requests it from Tradera.

Google and Tradera provide full details of who the "Chinese" and "Andre Chinese"are,
their name, address and contact details. Furthermore, there are all documents on transfers

of proceeds to the Chinese.

Both "The Chinese" and "Andre Chinese"have had access to the bank accounts through their

agent Ale Rivinoja.

In the event that the Swedish Economic Crime Authority would choose not to obtain the
requested information from Google and Tradera, but nevertheless choose to continue to
pursuean envy-inditive search against Ale Rivinoja, the information is anticipated shortly. In
such circumstances, Ale Rivinoja will initiate proceedings himself in order to seek the same

legal means to supplement the preliminary investigation.
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As far as the Danske Bank Human Habit Ltd and account number are used,
12 420 118 308, Ale Rivinoja cannot confirm that all these deposits and withdrawals form
part of Human Habits' business and are accountable. Ale Rivinoja refers to what was statedin

the letter of 29 July 2013.
